Team Engineer: Scott Spence, Age 50, Asheville, NC.
Spence, the owner of German Motor Werks of Asheville has a degree in computer science,
is a licensed private pilot and former motorcycle racer. Spence’s colorful history with the
German car industry and auto racing includes working for Garretson Enterprises in the
1980’s. At the time, Garretson Enterprises
was the most winning private Porsche
race team in the world.

Porsche 911 which won this year’s Targa Newfoundland Rally and
Jonathan Donner's Porsche 986 GT which captured multiple wins at the
PCA Carolinas Challenge Races. Spence has recently trained his
technicians in automotive propane conversions, completed 4 vehicle
conversions and  is in process of setting up a propane refueling facility.

Donner has a background in media, Internet technology and marketing and has a family history in the automotive industry

from his Grandfather Frederick Donner who was General Motors Corp. chairman and his
father who was a financial analyst for Texaco Oil.
